The retail industry is increasingly facing challenges. Revenues are stagnating, profit margins are shrinking, 
consumer sentiment remains subdued, and competition from global players is intensifying. In this 
environment, identifying new sources of incremental sales is more critical than ever.

This workshop explores how retailers can leverage personalization, cross-selling, up-selling, and social 
commerce to drive growth in an increasingly complex omnichannel landscape. Drawing on both practice-
oriented insights and cutting-edge academic research, we will show how retailers can activate new revenue 
streams across touchpoints. We will present the latest results from our long-term study on omnichannel 
management conducted in Switzerland, Germany, and Austria. Key Questions we answer and discuss in this 
workshop are:

 How can personalization, cross-selling, up-selling, and social commerce increase customer value and basket 
size in practice?

 Which strategies are most effective in strengthening customer relationships across multiple channels?
 What can we learn from leading retailers already applying these tactics successfully?
 How do omnichannel customers in Switzerland, Germany, and Austria behave?
 What do customers in Switzerland, Germany, and Austria expect from omnichannel retailers?

Participants will leave the workshop with actionable answers to these questions and a clearer view of how 
to better monetize existing customer relationships while staying competitive in the rapidly evolving retail 
landscape.

Operational Excellence is becoming a decisive competitive factor in modern retailing. With rising cost 
pressures, labor shortages, and increasing customer expectations, retailers must redesign their in-store 
operations to be faster, more efficient, and more consistent. New technologies, such as digital in-store 
communication, automated stock processes, and AI-supported workflows, offer the chance to reduce manual 
effort, and free employees to focus on customers. At the same time, strong leadership and clear routines are 
essential to ensure consistent execution. 

This workshop gives a practical overview of how retailers can re-think, and -design key in-store processes to 
improve efficiency and performance. We examine how communication and advertising can be digitized, 
which logistics activities (like replenishment, stock checks, or waste management) can be supported or 
automated with AI, and how store teams can be organized and trained for stronger day-to-day execution.

Key questions addressed in the workshop:
 How can in-store processes be simplified and standardized?
 Which logistics steps benefit most from automation or AI support?
 How can digital communication reduce workload and improve execution?
 How should store teams be led and trained for consistent performance?
 Which routines and KPIs strengthen operational discipline?

Participants will leave with a clear understanding of high-impact levers in store operations and practical steps 
to improve efficiency, execution, and team performance across their store network.

We illustrate where GenAI is already transforming the 
retail sector, where untapped potential still exists, and how these new capabilities are shifting consumer 
behavior. The workshop also offers exclusive insights into our new IRM-HSG study “Customer Inspiration 
in Swiss Retail 2026”, which highlights current trends and findings on inspiring shopping experiences in the 
age of GenAI.

Key questions addressed in the workshop:
 Where does the retail sector truly stand today in terms of Generative AI?
 Which applications are already a reality, and which are emerging next?
 How does GenAI influence customer purchasing behavior?
 How can retailers leverage GenAI to create value?
